All films must be projectable in either Beta(sp) Video, 16mm or 35mm, and technically fit for projection. Please note: we will not 
project DVD, Digi Beta or Mini DV formats. 
 
The festival will accept all subject matter and various genres.  Documentaries, Student films, Narratives and Animation welcome. 
Submission of entries gives the festival permission to have accepted photos or images photographed, or reproduced either in part 
or whole, for promotional and publicity purposes.
